AN ORTHODOX COMMENTARY ON THE SUNDAY OF THE SAMARITAN WOMAN

The fifth Sunday after Pascha deals with the woman of Samaria with whom Christ spoke at Jacob's Well (Jn 4). Again the theme is the "living water" and the recognition of Jesus as God's Messiah (Jn 4:10-11; 25-26). We are reminded of our new life in him, of our own drinking of the "living water," of our own true worship of God in the Christian messianic age "in Spirit and in Truth" (Jn 4:23-24). We see as well that salvation is offered to all: Jews and Gentiles, men and women, saints and sinners.  After the Ascension of the Lord, and the descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, the woman of Samaria was baptized by the holy Apostles and became a great preacher and Martyr of Christ; she was called Photine, and her feast is kept on February 26.

The Sunday of the Samaritan Woman
The Holy Martyr Photina (Svetlana) the Samaritan Woman, her sons Victor (named Photinus) and Joses; and her sisters Anatola, Phota, Photis, Paraskeva, Kyriake; Nero's daughter Domnina; and the Martyr Sebastian: The holy Martyr Photina was the Samaritan Woman, with whom the Savior conversed at Jacob's Well (John. 4:5-42). 

During the time of the emperor Nero (54-68), who displayed excessive cruelty against Christians, St Photina lived in Carthage with her younger son Joses and fearlessly preached the Gospel there. Her eldest son Victor fought bravely in the Roman army against barbarians, and was appointed military commander in the city of Attalia (Asia Minor). Later, Nero called him to Italy to arrest and punish Christians. 

Sebastian, an official in Italy, said to St Victor, "I know that you, your mother and your brother, are followers of Christ. As a friend I advise you to submit to the will of the emperor. If you inform on any Christians, you will receive their wealth. I shall write to your mother and brother, asking them not to preach Christ in public. Let them practice their faith in secret." 

St Victor replied, "I want to be a preacher of Christianity like my mother and brother." Sebastian said, "O Victor, we all know what woes await you, your mother and brother." Then Sebastian suddenly felt a sharp pain in his eyes. He was dumbfounded, and his face was somber. 

For three days he lay there blind, without uttering a word. On the fourth day he declared, "The God of the Christians is the only true God." St Victor asked why Sebastian had suddenly changed his mind. Sebastian replied, "Because Christ is calling me." Soon he was baptized, and immediately regained his sight. St Sebastian's servants, after witnessing the miracle, were also baptized. 

Reports of this reached Nero, and he commanded that the Christians be brought to him at Rome. Then the Lord Himself appeared to the confessors and said, "Fear not, for I am with you. Nero, and all who serve him, will be vanquished." The Lord said to St Victor, "From this day forward, your name will be Photinus, because through you, many will be enlightened and will believe in Me." The Lord then told the Christians to strengthen and encourage St Sebastian to persevere
 until the end. 

All these things, and even future events, were revealed to St Photina. She left Carthage in the company of several Christians and joined the confessors in Rome. 

At Rome the emperor ordered the saints to be brought before him and he asked them whether they truly believed in Christ. All the confessors refused to renounce the Savior. Then the emperor gave orders to smash the martyrs' finger joints. During the torments, the confessors felt no pain, and their hands remained unharmed. 

Nero ordered that Sts Sebastian, Photinus and Joses be blinded and locked up in prison, and St Photina and her five sisters Anatola, Phota, Photis, Paraskeva and Kyriake were sent to the imperial court under the supervision of Nero's daughter Domnina. St Photina converted both Domnina and all her servants to Christ. She also converted a sorcerer, who had brought her poisoned food to kill her. Three years passed, and Nero sent to the prison for one of his servants, who had been locked up. The messengers reported to him that Sts Sebastian, Photinus and Joses, who had been blinded, had completely recovered, and that people were visiting them to hear their preaching, and indeed the whole prison had been transformed into a bright and fragrant place where God was glorified. 

Nero then gave orders to crucify the saints, and to beat their naked bodies with straps. On the fourth day the emperor sent servants to see whether the martyrs were still alive. But, approaching the place of the tortures, the servants fell blind. An angel of the Lord freed the martyrs from their crosses and healed them. The saints took pity on the blinded servants, and restored their sight by their prayers to the Lord. Those who were healed came to believe in Christ and were soon baptized. 

In an impotent rage Nero gave orders to flay the skin from St Photina and to throw the martyr down a well. Sebastian, Photinus and Joses had their legs cut off, and they were thrown to dogs, and then had their skin flayed off. The sisters of St Photina also suffered terrible torments. Nero gave orders to cut off their breasts and then to flay their skin. An expert in cruelty, the emperor readied the fiercest execution for St Photis: they tied her by the feet to the tops of two bent-over trees. When the ropes were cut the trees sprang upright and tore the martyr apart. The emperor ordered the others beheaded. St Photina was removed from the well and locked up in prison for twenty days. 

After this Nero had her brought to him and asked if she would now relent and offer sacrifice to the idols. St Photina spit in the face of the emperor, and laughing at him, said, "O most impious of the blind, you profligate and stupid man! Do you think me so deluded that I would consent to renounce my Lord Christ and instead offer sacrifice to idols as blind as you?" 

Hearing such words, Nero gave orders to again throw the martyr down the well, where she surrendered her soul to God (ca. 66). 
The Sunday of The Samaritan Woman
In Spirit and Truth
Have you ever listened to a story… but you only got to hear part of the story? You might have missed the whole point. Maybe you didn’t understand it at all.

Today we hear a true story in the Bible. It’s the story of our Lord, Jesus Christ talking to a woman about God. The woman wanted to know more about God, but she didn’t know she was talking to God Himself! Jesus told her that people “must worship God in spirit and truth.” What does that mean? One of the saints of our church, Saint Ignatius (Brianchaninov) once told the people in his church just what this means! He explained that we Christians worship God, but we worship Him “in spirit and truth.” Truth is Jesus Christ. We read in the Bible that Jesus once said, “I am the way, the TRUTH, and the life.” Christ is the Truth. The Spirit is the Holy Spirit.

So, we Christians worship God “in spirit and truth.” We worship God the Father. We worship Jesus Christ (the Son). We worship the Holy Spirit. We worship one God.

We Christians have heard the whole story…not just part of it! We know God is Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

O Lord, God of hosts, the God of our salvation, Who alone does wonders, in mercy and 

Goodness look upon us, Your humble servants, as the lover of mankind hear us and            

 have mercy on us!

Help us, O God our Savior, and deliver us, for the glory of Your name, and grant that we may say with truth, as Moses did  when he spoke to the people of Israel, saying: “Be bold, and stand fast; and you shall see the salvation that comes from the Lord. The Lord shall fight for you”: as our helper and defender, O Lord, hear us and have mercy on us!

O Lord God our Savior, our Strength, our Hope and our Protection: remember not the transgressions and unrighteousness of Your people, and turn not away from us; in Your mercy and goodness look upon us as we bow down before Your loving-kindness. Rise up to help us. Be merciful even to the forgiveness of sins of those who have perished in sudden death. Bring healing, comfort and hope to the wounded and the grieving. Grant Your light and Your strength to suffering families and communities and to all Your people. Teach us to do Your will and vindicate those who call on Your Name, O Lord, for we have no other God than You and You alone are compassionate and just and our only sure and certain hope: hear us, O Lord, and have mercy on us! 

O Lord, Jesus Christ our God, the God of mercy, love, and compassion, open the hearts and minds of our enemies that they may turn away from evil, from anger, and from hatred and turn rather to the understanding of Thy Gospel and Holy Will as the lover of mankind hear us and have mercy on us!

                  O Lord Jesus Christ our God, we pray for the President of our country, the Congress of the 

                    United States, for all civil authorities, and the armed forces; and grant them wisdom 

                   and strength, sustaining and guiding them all the days of their  life!

We pray for the wounded and all those who suffer and grieve: that the Lord our God will look upon them with compassion, and that He will heal and comfort, strengthen and preserve them, and have mercy on them. 

We pray for families and friends and communities suffering bitter sorrow and tragic loss; that the Lord our God may be their shepherd and consolation.. 

We  pray for those who are anxious, confused and fearful: that they may find consolation, hope, and courage in Christ our loving Savior and our God, we pray Thee, hear us and have mercy. 

We pray for all who serve in the Armed Forces of our country on land and sea and in the air;  that the Lord our God will bless them to protect and defend our land,  and bring them safely out of every peril and danger, and ever sustain them with the comfort of His mercy!

We  pray for those who have given of their life in defense of our nation and her freedom that the Lord our God may look upon them with mercy, and give them rest where there is neither sickness, nor sorrow, but life everlasting, remembering their readiness to give their lives for the lives of others, and that the Lord our God will crown them with glory and honor!

Again we pray for ourselves and one another: that our sins may be forgiven, our hearts cleansed, and our minds turned to righteousness; that the Lord our God will protect, comfort, and guide us; that we may show goodness in the face of evil, and be delivered from temptation to hate and seek vengeance; that in the pursuit of justice we be found worthy of a blessing; and that we, bearing the Name of Christ, may live in hope and may be found His worthy and honorable servants in times of trial and temptation. 

For Thou art the protection, the Victory and the Salvation of those who hope on Thee, and we glorify Thee:  the Father, and  the Son, and  the Holy Spirit, now and ever and unto ages of ages.

A Very Special CELEBRATION of the
Feast of Holy Pentecost
JUNE 16, 2019

The Feast of Holy Pentecost is celebrated each year on the fiftieth day after the Great and Holy Feast of Pascha (Easter) and ten days after the Feast of the Ascension of Christ. The Feast is always celebrated on a Sunday.

The Feast commemorates the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles on the day of Pentecost, a feast of the Jewish tradition. It also celebrates the establishment of the Church through the preaching of the Apostles and the baptism of the thousands who on that day believed in the Gospel message of salvation through Jesus Christ. The Feast is also seen as the culmination of the revelation of the Holy Trinity.

In the Church’s annual liturgical cycle, Pentecost is “the last and great day.” It is the celebration by the Church of the coming of the Holy Spirit as the end—the achievement and fulfillment—of the entire history of salvation. For the same reason, however, it is also the celebration of the beginning: it is the “birthday” of the Church as the presence among us of the Holy Spirit, of the new life in Christ, of grace, knowledge, adoption to God and holiness.

This double meaning and double joy is revealed to us, first of all, in the very name of the feast. Pentecost in Greek means fifty, and in the sacred biblical symbolism of numbers, the number fifty symbolizes both the fulness of time and that which is beyond time: the Kingdom of God itself. It symbolizes the fulness of time by its first component: 49, which is the fulness of seven (7 x 7): the number of time. And, it symbolizes that which is beyond time by its second component: 49 + 1, this one being the new day, the “day without evening” of God’s eternal Kingdom. With the descent of the Holy Spirit upon Christ’s disciples, the time of salvation, the Divine work of redemption has been completed, the fulness revealed, all gifts bestowed: it belongs to us now to “appropriate” these gifts, to be that which we have become in Christ: participants and citizens of His Kingdom.
